Lightning is the most dangerous phenomenon associated with
thunderstorms, kiling some five to ten Canadians every year. To
protect yourself from lightning, you should:

- Stay indoors uniess you have no other choice;

- To protect electrical appliances, unplug them from the wall;

- Avoid use of telephone. Calls of an urgent nature should be

brief;
- Stay away from metal objects that could conduct electricity;
- Get off motorcycles, golf carts, bicycles, farm equipment;
- If you are in a boat, move immediately to shore;
- Don't be the tallest object in an open area;
- Don't remain on a hiltop;
- Never take shelter under a tree;
- if you are in your car, stay there!

As a last resort if you are outdoors and you
feel your hair stand onend ...

drop to your knees,

pbend forward,

and put your hands on your knees.

'Tornadoes

Tomadoes are twisting, funnel shaped clouds extending from the
base of a thunderstorm 1o the ground. Most Alberta tomadoes are
relatively weak and brief, with winds in the 100 km/h range. They

Each year, there are one or two stronger tomadoes in the province,
with winds up t0 300 km/h. These few events are extremely

dangerous. .

To protect yourseff if a tomado threatens, you should:

- Take shetter in a basement. if you don't have a
basement, go 10 a small interior room such as a
bathroom or closet;

- Avoid large open halis, cafeterias, arenas, etc.

- if you are outdoors, take shelter in a ditch, excavation,
or culvert. Lie flat, hang on to a small tree or shrub, and
keep your head down;

- if you are in your car, drive away from the tomado at a
right angle. if the torado cannot be avoided, do not
remamn in the vehicle!
